Activity Suggestions
The following activities are suggestions aimed at helping and improving the area of visual perceptual skills for your student.

Visual Discrimination

Is the ability to match ( by recognizing detailed characteristics)  two forms or shapes when one of the form is among similar forms.

Visual Memory & Visual Sequential Memory
Visual memory: Is the ability to remember (immediate recall) all the characteristics of a given form and being able to identify the form from an array of similar forms.

Visual sequential memory: Is the ability to remember (immediate recall) a series of forms and being able to identify them from an array of similar from series.

· Modified memory game: the goal of the game is to find two cards that are the same.

Material:
- Bingo token and  Pairs of image cards

Steps to follow:
1. Student turns two card

2. When the chosen card are not the same, we turn them down and put a token on each card

3. Before turning two more cards, the player has to say what images are under the token

4. The images need to be named in the order that they were turned the first time.
· Look at the Picture Game

Steps to follow:
5. Show an image to the Student for 30 sec.

6. Hide the image and ask specific questions about it.  For example: what colour is the boy(s shirt?

7. Show the image for an other 30 sec.

8. Ask the Student to recall as much objects or information from the image

9. Redo the last two steps until he can recall at least 10 objects.
· Which one is Missing Game 

Material:
- Image cards or objects
Steps to follow:
10. The Parent places the cards in a row

11. He aks the Student to look for a certain amount of time

- 2 or 3 images, 5 sec.

- 6 or 7 images, 12 sec.
- 4 or 5 images, 9 sec.

- 8 or 9 images, 14 sec.

12. Ask the Student to close his eyes while the Parent takes away a card or two

13. Ask the Student to open his eyes and tell you which one is missing.
Visual Spatial Relationships
Is the ability to understand and deal with concepts of spatial position such as up(down, left-right and in front-behind.

* Connect Four



* Reproduce designs: with blocs, stringing beads, peg board

* Pick up Sticks 



* Mazes


* Battleship




* Perfection game (without the timer)

* Position concepts: left, right, under, on top, behind...

* Tangram: are like puzzle.  They are made of wood or plastic and Student has to reproduce a design with the pieces.

* Puzzles (2-D, 3-D): start with easy puzzles (below age of Student) to ensure success.  Then work on      puzzles that are age appropriate.  Avoid (trial and error( of pieces when doing the puzzle.

Steps to follow:
14. Take out all the pieces of the puzzle

15. Make two piles with the pieces of the puzzle: outside pieces -frame- and inside pieces.

16. Start with the outside pieces.  Make sure that Student can see all the pieces on the table.

17. When assembling, ensure that Student does not match only the colour but the details also.  Student needs to imagine the pieces together, or what looks the pieces that he is looking for.

18. Finish puzzle by the inside.  Once done ask questions about what Student sees on the picture.
Visual Form Constancy
Is the ability to identify a specific form with subtle variations i.e. change in size, colour or position.

* Sorting items (beads, coins)

* Tangram: They are made of wood or plastic and Student has to reproduce a design with the pieces.

* Copying forms

Visual Figure-Ground
Is the ability to distinguish between the foreground (figure) and the back ground, to focus only on one item.

* Search and find word puzzle

* Activity books: Hidden pictures, (Where is Waldo?(, Shadow picture, (I spy(
* Aks the Student to find objects in a picture or images.

* Puzzles

Visual Closure
Is the ability to mentally complete  forms or objects from an incomplete presentation.

* Dot-to-dot: before completing the dot-to-dot ask the Student to identify the image.

* Activity Booklet: Find the Missing piece, Complete the picture.

* Tangram: They are made of wood or plastic and Student has to reproduce a design with the pieces.
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
